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7. When vertebrate fossils or evidence of the 

occupation by past human cultures are found, they 
should be left In place until inspected by a National 
Park representative. Full details and . possible, 
photographs regarding exact location sl, J be given 
to the Superintendent. 

8. This permit is subject to restrictlon(s) forbidding 
the collection , under any circumstances, of any 
specimen(s) appearing in the list(s) appended to this 
permit . {Applicable only 1111st attached.) 

9. The permlttee will furnish the Director. Prairie 
Region within 30 days of the expiry date of the permit 
with a detailed list of specimens collected including 
their number and location, a statement explaining 
their disposition and copies of the final report 
covering the study outllned In the Project Description 
Form . Even though specimens may not have been 
collected , copies of a short report must be submitted 
to the Director. All such reports will be In a scientific 
format including purpose, scope, methods, results 
and discussion . If the final report cannot be submitted 
within this time then an Interim progress report Is 
required and a statement Indicating when the final 
report may be expected. Three copies of all the above 
must be submitted . 

10. If the collection Is to be used in the formulation 
of a thesis, the permlttee Is required to submit a copy 
of the thesis to the Director. Prairie Region and be 
willing to supply extra copies at cost. 

11 . At the discretion of the Di rector, the applicant 
may be required to furnish to the Minister a bond In 
the sum of $300.00 before a permit to collect wlll be 
issued . 

12. The expiry date for all perm its will be December 
31 of the year of Issue, unless sooner suspended or 
revoked . 

13. Permits are not transferable and shall Include the 
names of all authorized party members . Party 
members must have a copy of the permit in their 
possession when collecting in a National Park.

1•. II requested by a park warden or naturalist, the 
permittee will identify himself and show his permit to 
collect . 

15. Exce~ _ :' special cases approved by the Superin­
tendent the use of fixed or rotary wing aircraft for 
study purposes, camping In places other than public 
campgrounds , and mounted travel on roads other than 
those open to the public wlll not be permitted. 

16. The Superintendent may restrict the scope of this 
permit by reason of the conditions prevalllng In the 
Park at the Time. 

17. This permit Is subject to the restriction that, II 
migratory birds, their eggs, nests, or any parts thereof 
are involved, another permit must have been obtained 
previously from the federal government authorities 
responsible for the application of the Migratory Birds 
Convention Act. The original, or good lacslmlle, of the 
permit to collect migratory birds, as Issued by the 
agency responsible for the application of the Migratory 
Birds Convention Act, must be presented when 
applying for a permit to collect migratory birds within 
a National Park. 

Note : Failure to comply with National Park Regu­
lations and / or the conditions of this permit wlll 
constitute grounds to cancel the permit or to refuse to 
issue future permits .
