Summary 

From Passu to establish a base camp in the Guchisham area on the 
Batura Glacier. Prom there approach up side valleys on its 
northern side to climb 600Om peaks in the eastern half of the 
Lupgha Group. David Carr would then return to the UK whilst the 
remaining members would return to Hunza and from there walk in and 
set up a base camp on the Minapin Glacier in the Rakaposhi range 
to climb 6000m peaks surrounding the glacier.

The expedition members succeeded in climbing a 5450m peak on the 
Batura/Lupgha watershed, together with the lower 580Om summit of a 
peak nearby. In the Minapin glacier area, ascents were made of a 
peak above Diran base camp on the Minapin/Sikiang watershed and of 
a 5678m peak just north of Diran itself.
